TV Diary Format Guide 
In a Word document begin by filling in the following information: 

TV Show title:  (show title in italics or underlined)
Episode Title: (episode title “in quotes”)
Original Air Date: (check www.imdb.com for this info) 

DATE YOU ARE WATCHING PROGRAM:  (you are expected to watch programs and write entries on different days/times.)
Original Network airing: (again, check www.imdb.com )

Syndicated Network airing: (if applicable)

(if you watching a syndicated rerun note both the original network and the network you are watching on.) example: If you are watching a rerun of Friends the Original Network is NBC. The syndicated network airing might be The CW.)  
Website Streaming: (if applicable) ie. Hulu, Netflix, iTunes, Amazon

Other: i.e. On Demand, DVR, DVD, youtube, etc.

Genre/Format: i.e. sit-com, episodic drama, serialized drama, reality show, etc… 

Device: Did you watch on a TV?, laptop, game console, phone, etc..

Setting:  where were you when you watched the program? Home? Dorm? Living room, bedroom, in public somewhere on a mobile device? 

Audience: who else, if anyone was watching the program with you? If you watched with others what is your relationship to them? i.e. roommates, significant other, parent, sibing, etc… 

(the information above does NOT count in the page length requirement.)
DIARY ENTRY: 

For your Diary entry write 1 to 2 pages maximum on your personal observations about the episode. Draw from what you remember from readings and class discussion to discuss your observations. You do not need to cite anything specific from readings. Write your entry extemporaneously as soon as you finish watching the episode. You should be writing about your immediate/initial thoughts.
